BRAYFORD TRUST – PARKING REGULATIONS

(Parking is a concession not a right)

1.  Acceptance of the mooring licence or lease is an agreement to abide by these regulations.

2.  The effective and efficient use of the parking area is dependent upon the users conforming and not abusing this privilege which is dependent upon a Licence issued by the University of Lincoln to the Trust.

3.  The following applies:

a)  Only one permit is issued per boat; it is not transferable on sale of boat or any other reason.

b)  Any abuse of the parking regulations will mean access to parking being denied.

c)  No parking on the road unless for unloading/loading for the purpose of boating. Vehicles will be removed immediately after loading/unloading has taken place.

d)  No parking or driving onto the grass verges or any other area NOT specified for Trust parking.

e)  The parking bays can take three vehicles and you should allow for this.

f)  Parking is permitted solely for the purpose of boating, not as a convenient City Centre parking area.  Exceptions apply only to Trust staff and its Directors parked in the course of their duties.

g)  The permit cannot be loaned to anyone else such as family and friends unless for the direct and sole purpose of attending to the permit holder’s boat.

h)  The parking areas should not be used for long term parking and vehicles should be removed to allow access for other users.

i)  The permit should always be displayed whilst parked – so as to readily identify the owner.

4.  It will be beneficial to report abuses or bad examples of parking to the relevant secretaries for them to take appropriate action if so required.
